Others:
 I loathe the website for the clothing store Turnbull and Asser. Its most frustrating feature is the "loading" bar and flash graphics that display at every page. They are trying to be funny and ruining their site. (CCS: she's right, this one is awful)
Bob's site is unsuccessful. The colors all blend together-navy text on a slightly lighter shade of blue background. On old browsers they're the same color. He has a huge jpg of himself that takes forever to load. Links (both visited and not visited) are the same color and style as the text. The links are very disorganized and the overall architecture is confusing.
I consider an unsuccessful site one where you aren't sure what the purpose of the page is, where you aren't sure what is a link, and what  isn't, and/or where you can't fins a way to get where you want/need on it.
